What’s included in your apartment: 

· Kitchen with full oven/stove, refrigerator, dishwasher, garbage disposal and microwave

· Living/Dining area with living room sofa and chair(s), coffee and end table, dining table with 4 chairs, TV stand
· Bedroom with full bed, dresser, nightstand, built-in closet, desk and chair, mirror 
· Central air conditioning, blinds for all the windows, carpeting in living rooms and bedrooms

· Washers and dryers in nearby common areas.

· Cable hookups in all bedrooms/living room and a computer Ethernet port in each bedroom

· Wireless computer access

We recommend that you talk to your roommate when you are planning what to bring.  Keep in mind that university-owned furniture may not  be removed from your apartment.  There are also many items that can be purchased at nearby shops (Mall shuttle available Wed. and Sat.)  Check to see if you are covered on your parent’s homeowners or renter’s insurance—if not, get renters insurance!

· Dishes (amount depends on how much you cook)

· Silverware and cooking utensils

· Pots/Pans for cooking or baking

· Microwaveable containers for storage and reheating

· Can opener
· Measuring cups and spoons (optional)
· Dishwasher detergent or tabs
· Dishwashing liquid and sponge/scrubbie 

· Small appliances such as coffee maker and hand-mixer

· Food
· Napkins, paper or cloth

· Placemats and tablecloth (optional but nice)

· Dishtowels or paper towels for clean up/wiping hands

· Cookbook (optional)

FOR THE BATH

· Rugs (optional)

· Soap dispenser or dish (might want for kitchen too)

· Lamp (not optional, no overhead light)

· Detergent, fabric softener, stain remover

· Laundry basket, hamper or bag

· Stereo

· DVD/Blu- Ray Player
· Common area décor

· Your warm weather to fall clothes (but not all)

· Rain gear like a jacket and or umbrella

· Computer/laptop or jump drive for the computer labs
