OR 

You are a Non-Traditional Student (23+ yrs old). Note: non-traditional students are encouraged to apply for graduate housing using our “graduate application.”

Graduate and Professional Students:

You have completed an undergraduate degree prior to occupancy and have been accepted into a Graduate program.

Faculty and staff:

You are employed by the University at the time of occupancy.

Please note:

• All students must be registered at the University at Buffalo during their time of residency. 

• Some eligibility exceptions apply.

• Prices vary by unit. Students lease/rent individual bedrooms in each unit.

• Rent is billed each semester to your student account, except in Flickinger Court.

• Rent includes fully furnished apartments (living room, bedroom and major kitchen appliances) all utilities, high-speed internet access, campus cable and cable/data ports in all bedrooms.

• Flickinger Court: units are partially furnished (bedroom furniture) or completely unfurnished. Utilities (gas, telephone and electric) are the tenants’ responsibility and are set up independent of University Apartments lease.

• All units feature security card access (except Flickinger and Creekside), air conditioning, University Police coverage, ample parking, campus shuttles, individual mailboxes, community buildings and on-site professional staff.
