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 Campus Living
Current UB Students who apply for on-campus housing for the following year are issued a Lottery Number.  This lottery number will be instrumental in the housing selection process.  

While they are calculated using the same criteria, Residence Halls & Apartments have separate lottery numbers for each process.  These numbers are not interchangeable.  In other words, if you apply for both the Residence Halls & Apartments for next year, you will be given 2 separate lottery numbers (a residence hall lottery number and a apartment lottery number).

Your lottery number is generated using the following method:

Criteria 1: Your Class Year/Standing 
Equal weight is credited to each student for his/her class standing as of January 27, which is determined by files from the Office of Records & Registration. 

· Freshman standing = value of 1
· Sophomore standing = value of 2
· Junior standing = value of 3
· Senior and Graduate standing = value of 4
Criteria 2: Residency in UB Residence Halls and/or Apartments 
Equal weight is credited to each student for the number of semesters lived in UB Residence Halls and/or UB Apartments.  Each semester of residency is equal to a value of 1 (The current spring semester is included, but summers are not counted.) For example: 

· Two semesters of residency = value of 2

· Three semesters of residency = value of 3

The total of the 2 criteria constitute a category (class standing plus semesters); within each category, lottery numbers are randomly assigned.  Students in higher categories (higher class standing and more semesters on campus) will have the lowest lottery numbers.  For example, Jacob Coleman is a sophomore who has lived on-campus at UB for four semesters. He would be in Category 6.  Mary Rita is also a sophomore, but has lived on-campus for only three semesters; she would be in Category 5.  See below:

Once all students are categorized, a randomly-assigned lottery number will be assigned to all students within that group.  The higher the category, the lower the lottery number.  In this case, Jacob would have a better lottery number than Mary.
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
